Here® how it will benefit Coloradans:

I 60% for the Colorado Promise Scholarships Fund. It is an opportunity for students who are willing to work
hard to get the skills they need for the jobs of the future.

15% for local areas directly impacted by oil and natural gas development -10% for restoring roads
damaged by heavy trucks (administered by Colorado Department of Transportation) and 5% for
protecting water quality statewide (administered by Colorado Department of Public Health & Environment
via grants for drinking water and wastewater treatment).

15 % to preserve critical wildlife habitat for generations to come. Monies will be administered by Great
Outdoors Colorado via competitive grants to nonprofit conservation organizations, local governments,
Colorado Division of Wildlife and State Parks to preserve native wildlife habitat.

10 % to foster Colorado® new energy economy. Administered by the Governor® Energy Office, monies
will go into the Clean Energy Fund that the conservation community helped create in 2007 and be used
for such purposes as energy efficiency upgrades and to facilitate the implementation of renewable energy
technologies.
